Jane Ann (Jan) Nassivera, who was born and raised in Hanover, died suddenly on Sunday, November 20, at her home in Boca Raton, FL. She was 59. The cause of death is
pending.

At her death, Jan was a real-estate consultant in the Fort Lauderdale office of the Gray-Robinson law firm. Prior to that she was a real estate consultant for the Akerman-
Senterfitt law firm in Fort Lauderdale and a corporate paralegal and lease negotiator for Stiles Corporation, a commercial land developer.

Jan was active in South Florida's professional and civic life. She was president-elect of the Fort Lauderdale/Boca Raton chapter of the Commercial Real Estate Women
(CREW) network and a board member and past president of the South Florida Chapter of the Juvenile Diabetes Research Foundation (JDRF).

Jan's father died in 1987. In addition to her mother, she is survived by a sister, Joan Page Nassivera of Fort Lee, NJ; a niece, Amy Nassivera Thanasides and her husband,
Anthony Thanasides of Washington Township, NJ; and a grand-nephew and grand-niece, George Anthony Thanasides and Louisa Jean Thanasides of Washington
Township.
